Writing to local, regional, and central government does have an effect but it has to be done in the correct way.

Letters should be addressed to the minister responsible. Charles Clarke is the Secretary of State for Education. Stephen Twigg answered questions by Alan Beith in the House of Commons. Address for all MPs is House of Commons, LONDON, SW1 0AA. For the Prime Minister it is 10 Downing Street, LONDON, SW1 2AA.

Also their immediate superior AND your MP should be copied. A covering letter should go to your MP asking him to ensure you get a reply. The usual way for this to happen is that your MP copies your letter (the one you sent to the minister) and asks the minister to reply to you and provide the MP with a copy of the letter. By doing this it does 2 things - makes sure you get a reply AND get a reply much quicker as responses to MPs have to be provided quicker than to the public. 

Since this is a matter to do with education (a key government policy) and there is a forthcoming referendum you should also copy Tony Blair and John Prescott.

You MUST NOT UNDER ANY CIRCUMSTANCES organize a standard letter to be sent to these people. A petition is fine but a standard letter will have your case ignored quicker than you can even imagine and will get the MP censured for wasting ministers time. 

All organizers are free to write but YOU MUST also get other people who are not organizers to write, but not a standard letter. The aim of a letter writing campaign like this is that there is a trigger point where Minister start to get edgy. On credit card fraud (3-4 years ago) I found that the trigger point was only about a dozen letters before real notice and action was taken. For education it is likely to be higher BUT due to the political circumstances at the moment with the referendum I suspect things will be done about letters from the North East at much lower trigger levels. 

Letters should try to remain within one A4 page. They can be impassioned but they also need to provide at least one specific point, which the Minister is asked to deal with. 

For example you could write to David Miliband and copy Charles Clarke and Tony Blair asking for the details of the educational standards he has said he supports in the Evening Chronicle (Saturday 4 Sept 2004). Someone else could write and ask Charles Clarke why Stephen Twigg says in the House of Commons there is no pressure being put on Northumberland LEA to go 2-tier while David Miliband says in the Evening Chronicle that we should go 2-tier or get left behind. What sort of threat is that type of question? This should be copied to Stephen Twigg, David Miliband, and Tony Blair. Does this mean they will withdraw funding for a LEA, which is already discriminated against? Does this mean that they won't get funding for improved schools? Does this mean that the LEA has been instructed to change? Does it mean that the LEA will be closed down if they don't follow orders? As you can see there are 101 different ways of asking questions. What YOU have to do is choose a topic that is of particular relevance to your own school and/or child and write a letter about your views and feelings.

What we need is 101 people around the county to write these letter, stick a stamp on them and put them in the post. This needs organizing and it needs doing in the next 2-3 days. I predict that if we get 100 letters on the ministers desk that are not identical, express different concerns, and come from around the county that we will see government action on this issue. 

However, even this advice and guidance is worthless unless we get people writing to Ministers and MPs.

By a process of chatting to County Councillors, Peter Atkinson, and a past campaign on Credit Card fraud I know there are thresholds for ministers after which they get VERY nervous. I estimate that if we get 100+ different letters to the Ministers that they will take action. Especially at this crucial time running up to elections.

It is also true that minister look for a wide spread of interest to see whether the issue can be marginalised. They're all chairs of action groups so they don't really count as compared with why's he writing to me - oh he's a grandparent, oh she had her education damaged in the comprehensive change, of she's in Bradford and she doesn't want the same thing to happen. OH MY - she's in New Zealand which has a 3-tier system and she's copied the NZ Education Minister - PANIC!!!

While the above is an exaggeration of how easy it is there is a definite opportunity for us to put real pressure on the government to ensure we are properly consulted.

Charles Clarkes pronouncements on community schools with nurseries, before and after school care, community invo,vement, social support, and medical care being available provides us with a case to approach Charles Clarke with the fact that exactly this type of facility is what Northumberland is planning to close and use the example of Keilder.

What we need is to get people writing to the Secretary of State for Education, and copied to MPs from all over the UK, not just Northumberland although Northumbrland is also vital.

One useful side effect of this is that at least one set of relations will have a different name. Since letters like this are analysed acording to their name, location, etc to see if there are trends this wuld also help if brother-in-laws, mother-in-laws, etc write in from other areas saying how concerned they are realtives predicament.

Due to the referendum all letters shoudl be sent to the Secretary of State for Education, The Prime Minister, The Deputy Prime Minister, and their local MP. I'd also like to get a copy of the letter for my files.

OK so what does everyone have to do?

1) Write a letter yourself to the Secretary of State for Education

2) Get at least one of your relatives to write to the Secretary of State for education. Grandparents, sibling (especially those who have different surnames) are ideal candidates. In our household Janes parents are seperated and remarried so there are actually three people of different surnames writing from outside the county.

3) Do you know of anyone who lives overseas such as aunts, uncles, cousins or people who have emigrated from Northumberland? If so contact these people and ask them to write in to the Secretary of State for Education and to copy their own government via the person responsible for overseas relationships (usually someone responsible for the foreign office).

4) Get at least 3 other people follow this list make sure they actually do the work within a week of you speaking to them, directly ask them if they have done what you asked, get a copy of their letter, send the copy to me.

This is NOT a chain letter. A standard letter or a chain letter will very quickly be ignored. However what we do need to do is to motivate people to write letters to parish, district, and county councillors. We also need to get people to write to the newspapers and prominent figures in the area. We also need to ensure that our voice is heard in the corridors of Westminster by ensuring lots of letters get to MPs from around the country and start to hit home at the Education Secretary AND the Prime Minister. 

Imagine we start with 20 people, each recruits 3 people, That's 80 letters, they each recruit 3 people - that's a total of 320 letter (20+60+240). Then my mathematics starts to suffer as I had my education disrupted by school changes but you get the picture. While one person is an easy target the drop off from those who don’t write and continue the scheme means that if we start with each of us asking one other it will fade after about 10-20 letters are written. You can easily see how quickly we can make a massive impact. The cost to each person would be a little bit of time (about half an hour), four stamps, four envelopes and four sheets of paper - less than the price of a pint.

Don’t stop

What is likely to happen is that you will get a reply that is non-committal. Do not accept anything but a full answer. If you do not get a complete answer then write back immediately and ask again for a full and complete answer. Do not accept anything but a full answer. The people you are writing to do not like having to provide full answers with facts and figures but it is important that you insist on this sort of information. If your letter is passed to another department then write back and ask who in that department is going to reply and when they will reply. Also ask the person you are writing to to ensure they agree with the answer provided. Remember you are doing this not just to get any old answer but to get an answer to the specific issues you raised and the answer you get needs to be measurable.

You need to be persistent and keep asking for answers. Not bland statements but real factual answers.

Need some examples of how to follow-up. Perhaps whole things should be along the lines of a do this document followed by a when you’ve got a reply then visit this web page and do this step by step approach. Otherwise this could get too overwhelming.
